Trustees Report

The Trustees met to discuss what projects to complete this year. There are always so many things needed to
keep the building and grounds looking nice and the building in good repair.

The Trustees will present their suggestions to the Church Council at the July 8th meeting. They decided to
present the replacement of the windows in the Overflow room. These windows have become dangerous in
that the upper windows can suddenly fall down potentially injuring someone. There is heat loss around the
windows, as well. The estimated cost of the four replacement windows is $2800.00.

Sue Bellotti was asked to get bids on replacing the chain link fence at Mother’s Park along EIm Street. They
would like to install a gate to make clearing the large cement patio of the snow easier to keep it away from
the basement wall and windows. There is evidence of water damage in the dining room all along the north
wall.

Other projects that were discussed included the replacement of the sliding folding doors in the dining room.
They are wearing out and are unable to be restored another time. This makes getting to the tables and chairs
for parties or church events difficult. The sign at the south side of the church is old, and a new replacement
needs to be built. It is felt that the style, in its simplicity, compliments the old church building, and they don't
want an electronic sign. A solid ramp needs to be built for access from the Sanctuary into the Overflow room
to replace the less stable metal one that was installed several years ago to make the building more handicap
accessible.
